History of the Gleaners

Gleaning is a biblical concept where
God commanded farmers to allow
poor people to gather food from fields
that had already been harvested.

In 1990, the first Gleaners operation in
Canada began in the Okanagan Valley
near Oliver, BC. A second operation
began more recently, in 2001, near
Abbotsford, BC. These operations have
produced over 100 billion served.

In August 2003, a church group from
Sheffield, Ontario, visited the Gleaners
facility in Oliver, BC. Several of the
participants were inspired to begin a
Gleaners operation in Ontario. This new
organization was incorporated by
September 2004 and received official
charitable status in December 2004.

In the fall of 2005 the use of a suitable
site near Cambridge was donated to the
Ontario Christian Gleaners. After
preliminary inquiries, the organization
applied for approval to rezone the site
for our use. We received word that our
application was approved in

October 2006.
